Transition, Part 1, June 30 to September 1: Our 
closing date is June 30, and the church offices must 
be relocated by that date. We will continue to  meet 
here on Sunday mornings and Wednesday evenings 
during July and August while the new owners reno-
vate; but we will not have access to the kitchen and 
pantry, offices and office equipment, teacher supply 
rooms, or the Wisteria House.  By September 1st, we 
will no longer be hosting any activities in this facility.   
 

Since last week, our leaders have also de-
cided that we will not  host our traditional 
VBS or hire a summer youth intern this summer. We 
will also temporarily discontinue our food pantry min-
istry, and we must find a place to park the church 
vans.   
 

Transition, Part 2 will last from September 1st until 
our new building is completed.  During this time 
frame, the Pitman Church of Christ will be meeting in 
a location other than our current building on Sundays.   

Mike Grove is chairing the committee that is search-
ing for office and assembly space.    
 

Here is what we do not know: 
1. We do not know if we will be able to continue to 

meet on Wednesday nights after September 1. 
2. We do not yet know if we will be able to offer

Ty Cobb, Detroit Tigers  
 

Ty Cobb played twenty-two seasons for the Detroit Tigers, establishing over ninety 
records. He won twelve batting titles, nine in a row. He still holds the record for the 
highest lifetime batting average of any player in the history of baseballτ366.  Some 
say he was the greatest to ever play.  He received more votes placing him in the Hall 
of Fame than any player in the history of the game.  
 

He was a great baseball player, no doubt; but what is equally agreed upon is that he 
was one of the most disliked people to ever played the game. Maybe even de-
spised!  He once climbed into the stands and physically beat up a heckler. The heck-
ler was handicapped, having lost one hand and three fingers on his other hand in an 
accident. Teammates tried to stop him, only to hear Cobb say, "I don't care if he has 
no feet."  
 

On another occasion, he got into a fight with an elevator operator.  When another 
man tried to intervene, Cobb pulled a knife and stabbed him.    
 

When Cobb died, not one former teammate attended his funeral; and only 
three players from any team attended. He was perhaps the greatest baseball player 
to have ever played, but not one teammate from twenty-two years of playing came 
to pay respects.  Cobb is reported to have said on his death bed:  "I only wish I'd 
made more friends."
