When one of the children 
said or did something unwise, we instructed them to go and sit on their ά{L{¢9wΩ{έ lap and 
listen to her (as they read from the book of Proverbs).  SISTER WISDOM was also very pa-
tient and persistent in helping our children learn the !./Ωǎ ƻŦ tǊƻǾŜǊōǎ while they sat on 
her lap:  AτAcquire wisdom; acquire understanding; B ς Better is open rebuke than love 
that is concealed; C ς Commit your works to the Lord. 
 

SISTER WISDOM never failed us.  I remember one morning our youngest daughter (when 
she was four-years old) asking her six-year-old brother before breakfast if he had prayed

Wilderness  Wanderings   
 

Twelve of us from the Pitman church (along with eleven others) just returned from our 
wandering in the Sinai Wilderness. It was an amazing, inspiring, but exhausting experi-
ence. Unlike the original Israelites, we were not there for 40 years, but just for a few

I now better understand why they complained so much.  They were hungry and thirsty 
migrants in a desolate desert.  They could not imagine how God was going to provide. 
 

And now, as the month of June draws to an end, we at this church are beginning our 
own 21st Century wilderness wandering period.  We will be homeless for a while, meet-
ing in temporary quarters. 
 

We will need to trust in God like never before.  We will need to lean on each otherτ
and trust in our leadersτlike never before.  But just like God used the wilderness wan-
dering period to mature and strengthen the faith His people after their deliverance 
from Egypt, I am certain that God will us our wandering time to mature and strengthen 
our faith. cell or home phones. Dottie does 
not have a cell, so we ask you to 
send messages to her through one 
of the others. 
 

Last week, the Broadway Office 
was connected to the Internet.  
We are thankful that we will be 
able to  receive your emails with-
out interruption.  
 

The goal of the office staff is to 
strengthen this church body. 
Therefore, It is of UTMOST impor-
tance to us that we be informed 
about developing health issues or 
other emergencies that concern 
our church family.   Please help us 
stay connected to our members 
during this time of transition.  

I needed open heart 
surgery when I was 
eight years old.  The 
doctors needed eight pints of 
blood to circulate through 
the heart/lung machine and 
to replace that which would 
be lost during the surgery.  
 

Of my parents, only my dad 
has a compatible blood type.  
However, he was not allowed 
to donate because he had 

been taking allergy shots.  (Having severe allergies 
will not preclude you from donating to another adult; 
but, at that time, it prevented you from donating to a 
child. I am not sure about policies today.)  
 

Two of my four grandparents had compatible blood 
types.  One of those was ruled out because donating 
blood made her sick to her 
stomach; and doctors will not 
allow you to donate if there is 
any chance you may be actually 
sick.  So she was denied, as well 
as her daughter (my aunt) who 
was also sick with concern for 
me.   
 

Of my extended family, I had 
only one great-aunt (by mar-
riage) who had the right blood 
type; and she donated for me, 
too.  So, I had only two family 
members out of twelve who 

could donate for me.   
 

My dad's co-workers worked a night shift and then 
traveled from Salem all the way to Philadelphia to 
donate blood  in my name.  Most of the blood used 
in my surgery came from people who were unre-
lated to me, people who wanted to do a good thing 
for a child they had never met.  
 

I don't ever want a parent with a sick child to have 
to worry where the blood is going to come from.  
And I can't imagine what it felt like for my dad to 
know that although he had donated blood and 
helped save dozens of strangers, he could not do 
the same for his own child.   
 

Later in life, both of my grandmas were diagnosed 
with cancer.  They both received transfusions to 
boost their immune systems after being depleted 
from chemo.  
 

If I seem passionate, it is because I know personally 
what a precious gift you are giving 
in this one hour of your time. 
 

The next blood drive is at the Pit-
man Church of Christ on June 18 
from 1:30 to 7:00 PM.  Appoint-
ments are made every fifteen min-
utes.
